Medium-bodied with hints of peaches, the finish pleasing and dry.

52 Orvieto, Il Palazzone “Terre Vineate” 2008 Umbria 28
An elegant rich wine with pure, clean flavors of pineapple, pear, and honey.

215 Aglianico, Terredora DiPaolo 2008 Campagnia 35
Vines grown in volcanic soil produce this soft, well structured wine with dark fruit and ash.

%217 Primitivo, Matane 2008 Puglia 27
Plums and cherries with delightful vanilla and herb notes help this well balanced wine sing.

231 Sangiovese, Brunori, Rosso Piceno “Torquis” 2008 Marche 29
An oak-free Sangiovese and Montepulciano blend, great with pasta and chicken.

Mesmerizing aromatics of roses, tobacco and leather—classic Nebbiolo! Ripe & rich with balance and finesse.

246 Amarone della Valpolicella Classico, Azienda Agricola La Giaretta 2006 Veneto 72

Deep layers of black cherries and chocolate. Reveals a sweet, voluminous texture and outstanding length.

265 Petite Syrah, Fleur de California 2007 Central Coast 33
A small-berried relative of Syrah with dark color and concentrated berry flavors.

270 Merlot, 14 Hands 2007 Washington 32
Packed with cherry and berry flavors. Round, soft and nuanced with oak.

271 Merlot, Pavilion Crossing 2008 Sonoma 28
Rich palate of blackberry followed by soft, ripe tannins and an elegant with a hint of toasted French oak.

%273 Syrah, Snoqualmie 2006 Columbia Valley, WA 26
Black fruit aromas mingle with herbal smoky tones. Shows subtle oak with soft tannins.

$¥275 Cabernet Sauvignon, Sawbuck, 2008 Central Coast 29
